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Definitions

Fetal death: death before the complete expulsion or extraction from its mother of a product of human
conception, irrespective of the duration of pregnancy; the death is indicated by the fact that after such
separation, the fetus does not breathe or show any evidence of life, such as beating of the heart,
pulsation of the umbilical cord or definite movement of voluntary muscles.

Fetal mortality rate: number of fetal deaths per 1,000 total births. Total births include live births plus
fetal deaths of 20 or more weeks’ gestation

Infant death: death occurring to a person under one year of age.

Infant mortality rate: number of infant deaths per 1,000 live births.
Neonatal death: death occurring to an infant under 28 days of age.
Neonatal mortality rate: number of neonatal deaths per 1,000 live births.

Perinatal death: death of a fetus of 28 or more weeks’ gestation or of an infant less than 7 days of
age.

Perinatal mortality rate: number of perinatal deaths divided by the number of fetal deaths of 28 or
more weeks’ gestation plus the number of live births times 1,000.

Postneonatal death: death occurring to an infant between 28 days and one year of age.

Postneonatal mortality rate: number of postneonatal deaths per 1,000 live births.

Fetal Mortality Rate (FMR) from 2006-2009
