III. Update on the State of Local Management Boards Politically – Moira Cyphers, 

Compass Government Relations Partners, LLC 

• 2020 – the Governor’s Office of Children was moved under the Governor’s Office 
of Crime Control & Prevention (GOCCP).  The GOCCP was looking to make 
LMB funding a source of competitive grants. 

• 2020 KIRWIN bill was passed – what does that look like. 

• 2020 COVID hit. 

• The fall of 2020 we made a request to restore LMB to its base funding, however, 
10% got cut across the board 

• The LMBs are almost at full restoration. 

• In 2020, a request was made in the form of a formal budget request (asked for $3 
million).  

• After the election, we will be educating and advocating for GOC to stand alone.
