e. Committee Updates: 
 

• Back Pack Committee:

• Out of School Time Committee: 
o The Queen Anne’s County Commission approved $200,000 in their fiscal 

year 2022 budget to fund out of school time activities. The Partnering for 
Youth Program receives funding of $100,000 and an RFP was 
announced for the balance which was awarded to Queen Anne’s County 
Parks & Recreation, AlphaBEST and Partnering for Youth through an 
RFP.   

o AlphaBEST is experiencing a somewhat difficult year recruiting staff 
members for their program. 

o The Out of School Time Committee plans to meet again soon.   
    
 



• Safety Net Committee: 
o The Safety Net Committee met earlier today. 
o Linda Austin is doing a great job with Christmas Angels.  Gifts are 

already coming into the schools and being delivered to the families. 
o School staff has noticed increased bullying in schools and are 

brainstorming ways to address this. 
o The Committee is looking into doing a Challenge Day in February 

2022. 
 

• Strategic Planning Committee:   
o The Strategic Planning Committee released a Request for Proposal 

(RFP) for a Needs Assessment.   
o Letters of Intent to apply for the RFP are due November 1, 2021. 
o The Needs Assessment proposals are due November 19, 2021. 
o The Strategic Planning Committee will meet on December 1, 2021 to 

review and select a vendor for the Needs Assessment.   
  

• Character Counts!: 
o Character Counts! is not back in the schools yet, but coaches are 

ready to begin once they are approved to return to the classrooms.   
o Character Counts! 21st anniversary is coming up. 
o Kelly Huber, Coach Specialist, continues to recruit and train new 

coaches. 
o The Board is planning a fundraiser soon. 

 
III. Program Presentations:   

 

• Healthy Families: 
o The program is designed for 1st or 2nd time parents utilizing Medical 

Assistance or WIC. 
o Currently serving families in Queen Anne’s, Talbot, Kent and Caroline 

Counties. 
o Goals are to reduce child abuse and neglect. 
o Recently the program has had difficulties keeping parents engaged. 
o Healthy Families has a program to provide new moms with warning signs of 

post-natal depression and they provide resources for post-natal care.   
 

• Achievement Mentoring: 
o Kia Reed, the program’s coordinator, recently accepted a new position as a 

counselor for one of our schools. 
o QACPS are in the process of interviewing new candidates for this position 

and have two potential candidates.  Hopefully this position will be filled by 
November 1, 2021. 

o QACPS also have job openings for Mental Health Professionals.
