THE INTERNATIONAL DECOY CARVING AND
WILDLIFE ART EXHIBIT, designed to bring together
the many carvers from both the Canadian and U.S. side
of the St. Lawrence River, took place on July 14th, 15th
and 16th in the friendly little community of Clayton,
New York, gateway to the 1000 Islands. Over 40 carvers
artists and collectors were there to display their work and
talk about wooden birds. It was a choice opportunity for
the novice carver to visit and exchange ideas with the ex-
perienced award winner in a non-competitive atmosphere.

A weekend in this beautiful area offers much to those
who travei to Clayton. Many exhibitors take time to visit
historical sites nearby, including Sachetts Harbor, Cape
Vincent and the picturesque islands. They frequently
drive across the International Bridge, 8 miles east of Clay-
ton into Canada, known to be “friendly, foreign and
near’’.

Harold E. Herrick, Jr., Acting-Director of the 1000
Islands Museum, which sponsors the show, and his wife,
Mary, welcomed the carvers, artists, and collectors to the
three day show at the Municipal Building in Clayton. The
facilities for the exhibition were expanded this year to in-
clude the Fire House which is part of the main Municipal
Building. The increased area available made thg atmos-
phere of the show more comfortable for all the exhibitors
as well as the viewing public.

Bob Kerr of Smiths Falls, Ontario had a unique display
of his beautiful miniatures and gave daily demonstrations
of his masterful painting techniques to interested aud-
iences.

Miniatures were emphasized this year and several new
participants were present, including Nelson and Phyllis
Jacobson, of Lakewood, Ohio, with an attractive display.
A young couple, Nelson carves and Phyllis paints. Harry
and Norma Vreeland from Centerport, Long Island, New
York exhibited their superb miniature carvings also.

Other carvers attracting great interest and well deserv-
ed compliments included Tom Cariock, Fair Haven, New
Jersey; Kitty Bradshaw, Crisfield, Maryland; Don Woife,
Cape Vincent, New York and Harold Nichol of Smiths
Falls, Ontario.
